Great and
Small War
Islands

The Great and Small War Islands are located at the
confluence of the Sava and the Danube near Belgrade. As
many as 196 species of birds live on the Great War Island,
which is covered with dense forest. The Small War Island

is made of sand and gravel deposits from the Danube
distributary between the Great War Island and the New
Belgrade coastline. In the past, it was inhabited by the poorest
citizens of Zemun, who engaged in agriculture here, while the
wealthier Belgraders kept their horses there, so it was often
called Horse Island. Visit the Great and Small War Islands as
part of a mini tour boat cruise, and those who like challenges
can reach these sites by kayak.

With a total area of about 64,000
hectares, under the UNESCO protection
as a natural heritage of outstanding
value, Derdap National Park is the
largest national park in Serbia. It
stretches for 100 kilometres along the
right Danube bank, from Golubac to
Karatas$ near Kladovo. The main natural
phenomenon of this area is the Derdap
gorge, and the park also includes a
narrow wooded hill-mountain belt, 2

to 8 km wide, rising above the Danube
from 50 to 800 metres above sea level.

The specific historical development of
this area, the favourable Derdap climate,
a complex network of gorges, canyons
and deep coves, distinguish the Derdap
National Park as a unique European
reserve of tertiary flora, vegetation and
fauna.

Apatin

Apatin is located on the left bank of the Danube in Zapadna Backa district. The rich history of this city, which today has around
17,500 inhabitants, goes back a long way. Apatin fishermen, hunters, boatmen and millers are mentioned in medieval chronicles,
and the rapid development of the town and its great economic growth began with the settlement of Danube Germans in mid-18th
century. Famous in the past for its brewery, but also for shipbuilding, a textile workshop and the production of “clinker” bricks used

in numerous buildings in Vienna and Pest.

Sremski Karlovci

Sremski Karlovci is the Serbian Baroque gateway to the new century, opened after the
Great Migration of the Serbs in 1690 to the territories of Austria at the time. Since
then, Sremski Karlovci has been an area of culture, religion and knowledge, but also a
lovely town that has attracted filmmakers in recent decades. It is the seat of the bishop
of Srem, a large college of future theologians, the site of the oldest and most famous
Serbian grammar school that gave rise to some of the greatest names in politics,

science and art. In Sremski Karlovci you can drink bermet, the finest dessert wine, 01 View of the Orthodox Cathedral of St.
an autochthonous product of Karlovac vineyards, and enjoy the traditional gugelhupf Nicholas
(“kuglof”) with bermet and cinnamon. 02 “Four Lions” Fountain

Orthodox
Cathedral of St.
Nicholas

Built in the mid-18th century, the
Orthodox Cathedral of St. Nicholas
dominates the city view with its two tall
bell towers. This architectural fusion of
baroque, classicism and renaissance was
decorated by Teodor Kracun and Jakov
Orfelin, the famous Serbian painters,
while Paja Jovanovic, the great master
of academic realism, painted nine
monumental oil paintings on canvas with
biblical and national history themes in
the late 19th century.

“Four Lions”
Fountain

The “Four Lions” fountain, the symbol
of Sremski Karlovci, was built in 1799,
in honour of the completion of the first
water supply system. It was built of red
marble from the Pecs area, with four
metal lions on the central pillar, with
water flowing from their jaws into the
pool at the pillar base.

Zemun

Tucked under Gardos, resembling an old admiral in a uniform
heavy with decorations and gold cords, Zemun remembers
rulers and warriors, captains and river fishermen, merchants
and innkeepers living in the distant past. A real atlas of
architectural styles, it was once a lively town on the Austrian-
Turkish border, on whose main street border guards and
spies, insurgents and confectioners, educators and gardeners
greeted each other. Today, it is a place where you dream about
the glorious past with an iced spritzer and hot fish soup while
barges sail down the Danube.

Church

The St. Nicholas Church tower can be
seen from afar from the Danube. It was
built in the mid-18th century in Baroque
style. It houses the flags of all trade guilds
in Zemun. A primary school was opened
in its yard back in the 18th century, and it
still works today.

Church

The Church of Saint George in Smederevo
is the most monumental Serbian temple
of the 18th century. At the same time,

its frescoes, made by Andrej Bicenko,
represent a masterpiece of religious and
national paintings, a type of Serbian
Sistine chapel.

Karadordev dud (Karadorde’s Mulberry
Tree) is a unique historical and natural
monument. That is, under this tree, on 8
November 1805, the Turkish commander
of the Smederevo fortress handed over
the keys to the fortress to the leader of
the First Serbian Uprising, Karadorde
Petrovic.
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Smederevo occupies an important place
on the Wine Route, and in VinoGrad,
i.e. Wine City, which consists of kiosks
made of old wine barrels, visitors can
taste wines and brandies produced by
Smederevo producers.

Church of the
Assumption of
the Most Holy
Mother of God

The 16th-century Church of the
Assumption of the Most Holy Mother of
God is the last representative building
in Serbia before the Ottoman conquests.
Built on the Old Smederevo Cemetery,
it is a true jewel of the Moravian School
of Architecture; it is decorated with
extremely interesting frescoes showing
medieval musical instruments.

Milanovac

Donji Milanovac is located on the right
Danube bank, in the centre of the Derdap
National Park. Due to the large width of
the river, constant water level and calm
surface, visitors can enjoy boat trips and
water sports here. From Milanovac, you
can reach the prehistoric Lepenski Vir in
no time, but also go by boat to Romania
or nearby Kladovo. For lovers of cycling
there is the “Eurovelo 6” route, and for
lovers of mountaineering there is a guide
service through the Derdap National
Park.

Kladovo

Kladovo is the last major town on the right bank of the Danube
in Serbia, a transit river and tourist centre, a shipyard, the
capital of electricity from which the huge Derdap hydroelectric
plant is managed. Kladovo remembers its distant past, as a

large ship stranded on a living, geo-strategically vital coast. It
evokes the memory of Apollodorus of Damascus building the
greatest bridge of ancient civilisation, but also of Hans Christian
Andersen’s ode to Derdap.

Derdap Hydroelectric
Power Plant

The Derdap hydroelectric power plant is a system of one dam
and one river-flow hydroelectric power plant, Derdap I and
Derdap II, which were built on the Danube River at the exit from
the Derdap gorge in the period from 1963 to 1984. Since they
are on the Serbian-Romanian border, they belong to and are
managed by both countries.

Petrovaradin
fortress

Often referred to as Gibraltar on the Danube, the Petrovaradin
fortress is a masterpiece of Austrian military engineering,

created in the period 1692-1780, housing at that time the main
command of the then Austrian border with the Turks. Hungarian
kings Matthias Corvinus and Vladislav II visitedit, Suleiman
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the Magnificent fought there with the
Serbian navy, and Prince Eugene of Savoy
drank his favourite hot chocolate in this
place. Today, the endless underground
corridors of the Petrovaradin Fortress
are a tourist attraction, and the military
buildings are home to museums, art
studios and other cultural institutions.
Young people around the world best
know it for “Exit”, the famous music
festival.

Fortress

Two thousand years old, the Belgrade Fortress remembers as
many as 115 sieges, which makes it the scene of the largest
number of battles in one city on the planet. With its Upper
and Lower Towns, it covers an area of 57 hectares and is

one of the largest fortifications in Europe. It offers the most
beautiful view of the confluence of the Sava and the Danube,
and houses numerous gates, towers, underground passages,
bastions and many other points of interest. It is the custodian
of the turbulent city history at the crossroads of European
roads, a pleasant park for walking, an area with fields for sports
recreation, a corner for lovers of gastronomic delicacies.

Vinca - Belo brdo, the site of the Vinca culture of the older
Neolithic from mid-6th or late 5th millennium bc, is located
close to Belgrade, on the right bank of the Danube. The
organised settlement from the ancient past is one of the most
important archaeological sites in the world. It is a real treasure
trove of Neolithic items that are exhibited on the site itself,
within the permanent exhibition of the Museum of the City
of Belgrade, which displays tools and weapons made of stone
and bone, dishes for everyday use, richly decorated ritual vases,
and a large number of characteristic anthropomorphic and
zoomorphic figurines.

Smederevo
Fortress

Built at the confluence of the Jazava and the Danube, the
Smederevo Fortress is a Danube mini version of Byzantine
Constantinople. It was built in several stages in the first decades
of the 15th century, as a defence against the Ottomans. The
core of the Smederevo fortress is the Small Town, surrounded
by the so-called Big Town. The Small and the Big Town together
have as many as 25 large towers. The palace of the despot

Durad Brankovic was located in the Small Town, from which

a part of the large ceremonial hall has been preserved, whose
four windows still offer an unreal view of the Danube.

Archaeological Park

Viminacium, located near Kostolac,

was founded in the Ist century ad, and
was once the capital of the Roman
province of Upper Moesia. Since 2006,
Viminacium has been operating as an
Archaeological Park with a scientific
research and visitor centre. Here you
can see the city gates, the amphitheatre,
the baths, the Emperor Hostilian’s
mausoleum, but also the remains of

exceptionally well-preserved mammoths.

Ram
Fortress

The village of Ram, on a vertical rock
that descends into the Danube, gives rise
to the Ram fortress. The fortress, which
was first mentioned in the 12th century,
was extended by the Ottoman conquerors
during the 16th century. The Ram
fortress has an irregular, pentagonal
shape with five towers. Next to the fort
there are the precious remains of a
Turkish bath and lodgings for travellers.
Thoroughly renovated in 2019, the Ram
Fortress has become a venue for concerts
and other cultural events, and it can also
be reached via the organised bicycle path
under the Eurovelo 6 Danube bicycle
route.

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Lepenski Vir

The Lepenski Vir archaeological complex
is located not far from Donji Milanovac.
Lepenski Vir is a unique prehistoric site
from the Mesolithic and early Neolithic
eras. Lasting from 9500 to 5600 bc, it

is characterised by planned settlements
with habitats and sanctuaries of a
trapezoidal base, necropolises indicating
special funeral rituals, monumental
stone sculptures, as well as numerous
mobile finds made of bone and stone. It
is famous for its stone sculptures of fish-
like creatures. Lepenski Vir represents
the oldest area of organised living within
the urban structure in Europe, so it
rightly bears the title of the cradle of
European cities.

Fortress

At the point where the Danube narrows from its greatest width
near the entrance to the Derdap Gorge to only 300 metres, find
the Golubac Fortress with its nine high towers. Research shows
that today’s fortress was built in the late 13th or early 14th
century. It consists of three units - the front, back and upper
town. Recently renovated, with an exhibition space and various
cultural contents, the most interesting of which are those
related to medieval chivalry, it is one of the biggest tourist
attractions on this part of the river.

Trajan’s Plaque
(Tabula Traiana)

The Roman emperor Trajan’s Plaque,
carved into the rock at the exit from the
Derdap gorge in the early 2nd century ad,
is a unique testimony of the construction
of the ancient Roman road in this area. It
can only be seen from the Danube.

The construction of Trajan’s bridge was described in “Memoirs
of Hadrian” by Marguerite Yourcenar, rightly fascinated by

the largest bridge of ancient civilisation, by Apollodorus of
Damascus across the Danube in ad 105. The bridge was almost
110 metres long, and its construction and ceremonial opening
have been immortalised on Trajan’s Column in Rome.

Diana Roman
Military Camp

Built in the late 1st century ad, the Diana Roman military camp
grew into a fortress from which the Dacian Wars were fought.
The remains of this complex are in Karatas, on the stretch
between Hydropower Plant Derdap I and Kladovo, and indicate
a complex fortification that had four entrances, a series of
towers, a multi-nave building with floor heating and a granary.

Fetislam
fortress

Fetislam fortress (Novigrad) or Kladovski
Grad, built in the period from the 16th to
18th century, is located on the right bank
of the Danube near Kladovo. It got its
present appearance through numerous
additions in the long period from the
16th to the 18th century. Inside these
ramparts there are Varoska, Orospi and
the Danube Gate, and in front of them
there used to be a trench filled with
water. It is currently under renovation
and will soon be part of the tourist offer
in Kladovo.

The Perdap Gorge, which consists of four gorges and

three basins, is 100 kilometres long and is the largest river
gorge in Europe. At certain points, the Danube in Derdap

is more than 80 metres deep.
